A. Dustbin Baby, a CBBC programme, was shown on BBC1 in December, 2008.
The film starred actress Dakota Blue Richards as April, a teenager, who has
been left in a dustbin as a baby. Dustbin Baby was nominated for the Inter-
national Emmy Award in the children and young people category at the 37th
International Emmy Awards. The film won the award, making it one of six In-
ternational Emmys for the UK, and one of three for the BBC, in 2009. Helen
Blakeman won a Children’s British Academy Award for best writer, thanks to her
screenplay for Dustbin Baby.

B. Dustbin Baby Award is one of those that honour the best achievements on
the small screen made outside America. All the winners are selected by mem-
bers of the National and International Academies of Television Arts & Sciences.
The International Emmys see TV stars and shows from all over the world that
compete for one of eleven programme categories and two special awards. The
Emmys are like the Oscars for TV programmes, they are held in Los Angeles
every year. There have been loads of British successes in the past, including
The Vicar of Dibley, Graham Norton and Ricky Gervais’ sitcom The Office.

C. Dustbin Baby is a sentimental family drama. It is a story of April, a teen-
age girl, who has been left in a dustbin as a baby. The film begins on April’s
fourteenth birthday. April argues with Marion, her adoptive mother, after getting
earrings instead of a mobile phone as a gift. April runs away from home and
visits places and people that are significant to her. While young April tries to dis-
cover where she belongs, her adoptive mother searches for her trying to under-
stand where she went wrong. When April and her adoptive mother meet, Marion
apologizes and the film ends with April’s voice saying that she may never find
her real mother, but that that doesn’t matter to her.



D. Dustbin Baby is based on the novel by Jacqueline Wilson, one of the na-
tion’s favourite authors, whose books are loved by young readers not only in
the UK but all over the world. g

One of Jacqueline’s most successful creations has been the famous Tracy Bea-
ker, who first appeared in The Story of Tracy Beaker in 1991. Since then Jac-
queline has won many awards.

E. Jacqueline Wilson said that it was the best ever film adaptation of her work.
In an article in The Times David Chater, a well-known British journalist, awarded
the programme the TV choice of the day, describing it as “tremendous” and
“the wonderful surprise of Christmas”. The Telegraph described the film as
